Health Insurance Information 

As of March 1, 2021, all international students (D-2 visa) are 
required to subscribe Korea's National Health Insurance. 
National Health Insurance subscription is automatically 
done after your foreign registration at Jeju immigration 
office, but it takes about 1-2 months. Bring your own 
overseas health insurance for at least from September to 
October. International students' National Health Insurance is 
about 72,000 Korean Won per month. Students pay next 
month insurance on every 25th in previous month.
